
The 2013 Genevieve’s Block marks the beginning of what we hope will be a great partnership between 
Donelan Family Wines and Devoto Vineyard. 2013 is a terrific vintage to lay the foundation for this 
wine’s legacy. The vineyard performed wonderfully this year. Slow maturation and high natural acidity 
have emerged as hallmarks of the vineyard, resulting in a complex wine. The dynamic between richness 
and bright acidity make for an exciting mouth feel and distinguish it from most other Chardonnays.
